General Information 
 

“ Every class offered here in which is covered by the rules and 
specifications of the current USEF Rule book, will be conducted and 
judged in accordance there with.” Every person who participates in the 
show is responsible for a knowledge of and is subject to the rules. Any 
changes in the USEF Rule book automatically become a part of this 
premium list. See the USEF Rule Book for Arabian, Equitation and 
National Show Horse Rules, Class Descriptions and Judging 
Specifications. 
 
The SWMAHC Summer Spectacular I and II Shows are operated in 
accordance with the current rules of the United States Equestrian 
Federation, Inc. of which body they are regular member competition and 
are rated “A” in Arabian, Half-Arabian/Anglo-Arabian, Arabian Junior 
Exhibitor and Half-Arabian/Anglo-Arabian Junior Exhibitor. These 
competitions also are approved by the National Show Horse Registry, 
Inc and are Rated “A”. 
 
MINORS: Minors who don’t have a valid driver’s license which allows them to 
operate a motorized vehicle on the state in which they reside will not be permitted to 
operate a motorized vehicle of any kind including, but not limited to, golf carts, 
motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles on the competition grounds of 
recognized competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate 
the above described motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an adult 
with a valid drivers license. Violations of this rule will be cause for sanction against 
the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for the child 
committing the offense. Penalties may include exclusion of the child, parent(s) and/or 
trainer(s) from the competition grounds for the remainder of the competition and 
charges being filed against any of the above individuals in accordance with Rule 6. 
Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities 
are exempt from this rule.

Entry Information 
 

ENTRIES: All entries must be in writing on the official entry 
blanks for these shows or photocopies of the same. All entries must 
be completed in full and signed in all places required. Fees must 
accompany the entry. No horse may be entered on more than one 
entry form per show. A horse must be entered in the name of his 
recorded owner or lessee only. The address of the recorded owner 
or lessee must be given if the horse is entered by an agent. In the 
case of a pending transfer or lease, (only for AHA horses) a copy 
of the last registration certificate may be used if accompanied by a 
copy of the lease or sales contract. Horses may be entered in a farm 
or stable name only if that farm or stable is recorded owner of the 
horse.  All entries must have a photo static copy of both sides of 
the registration papers attached. ( Do Not Send the originals.) 
There will be a $15 per entry penalty for all incomplete entries. 
 
POST ENTRIES: All horse entries postmarked after June 9, 2010 shall 
be consider post entries. Post entries shall pay an additional one time fee 
of $15 per horse. 
 
PAYMENT OF SHOW FEES: Show management cannot accept any 
entry unless it is accompanied by a valid check. 
There will be an additional $50 charge for any check returned for 
any reason.  Failure to settle indebtedness to the show will 
automatically be reported to USEF, AHA and/or the NSHR for action. 
This may include suspension, fines, and other actions by USEF, AHA 
and NSHR.     

                           
IN THE EVENT OF SEVERE WEATHER OR 
OTHER EMERGENCY;  If severe weather or other emergency 
exists, and if rescheduling or time-outs cannot accommodate affected 
classes, refunds of those class fees only shall be given. Show 
management will make that determination. 
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Prize Money 
 All prize money awarded by the Southwest Missouri Arabian Horse 

Club will be paid before July 27, 2010. Prize money checks will be honored for sixty 
(60) days from issuance. After that time, all accounts will be considered closed providing 

that all fees have been paid. Additional prize money for classes 109, 116, 128, 137, 
191, 187, 194, 209, 330, 338, 348, 359, 372, 404, 424, and 428 will be mailed to horse 

owners by the National Show Horse Registry, Inc.

5. A copy of all AHA competition Membership Cards (if participating in NSH 
classes ONLY ).  
6. A copy of all NSHR Membership Cards (if participating in NSH classes). 
7. A copy of negative Coggins certificate and/or health certificate* with Coggins 
test properly noted for each horse. (The originals of theses certificates are to be 
shown in the office at arrival.) * The horse passport is acceptable in lieu of the 
health certificate if you are from one of the states authorizing the passports.

WITHDRAWING ENTRIES: Entries may be scratched from the show 
prior to June 10, 2010, with a total refund of all fees. After June 10th a 
refund of class fees only will be made if a written and verifiable 
veterinarian or physician statement is submitted to the show secretary. 

 
Membership Requirements 

AHA:  Each participant at an AHA recognized show must be a member of AHA 
with a Competition card or pay a $30 Single-Event Member fee per person, per 
show. This includes at least one recorded owner, and all trainers, drivers, riders, 
handlers, and the person(s) signing the entry blank. Photocopies of AHA 
temporary competition cards must accompany entry if permanent card has not 
been received. Exception : Those participants who own, train, or ride only 
National Show Horses in NSH classes.  
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USEF:  Life, senior active and junior active members shall be 
eligible to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions, 
Eventing Competitions at the Preliminary Level or above and 
Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage, 
Reining, and Vaulting Competitions, and Endurance Rides. A 
nonmember may participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner, 
lessee, agent, coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, Eventing 
Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions, and 
Combined Driving Competitions upon payment of a $30 
nonmember registration fee. Participants in the following classes are 
exempted from the Requirement of this rule: 1) leadline; 2)  
exhibitions; 3) games and races ; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) 
walk trot and academy classes ( academy classes are classes limited 
to horses used regularly in a lesson program); 6) USDF introductory 
level test, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed 
Reining Competitions; 8) Opportunity classes;  
9) citizens of other nations who have proof, in English, of current 
membership in good standing of their own National Federation; 10) 
USEA beginner novice division; and 11) assistant handlers in 
Dressage Sport Horse Breeding Classes.                                                 
             National Show Horse: For a horse to be allowed to show in a 
National Show Horse class the owner and/or exhibitor  
must be able to provide show management with proof of National Show 
Horse registration by a NSHR certificate of registration or a 
confirmation of registration letter provided by NSHR. There are no 
“pending” registrations in a NSHR approved competition. ALL 
RIDERS, DRIVERS, HANDLERS, TRAINERS, & AT LEAST ONE  
OWNER MUST BE A MEMBER OF NSHR IN ORDER TO 
COMPETE IN NSH CLASSES AT LOCAL LEVEL SHOWS & 
PROVIDE THE SHOW SECRETARY WITH PROOF. (ONE MAY 
FILL OUT AN APPLICATION & PAY MEMBERSHIP FEES AT 
THE SHOW.) 
 

Missouri State Health Requirements 
COGGINS CERTIFICATES: All horses must have a negative Coggins 
Certificate issued within the past 12 months. A photocopy of each 
horse’s Coggins certificate and/or current health certificate with Coggins 
test properly noted must be mailed along with entries. Original Coggins 
must be present at check-in. 
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HEALTH CERTIFICATES: Horses must be accompanied by an 
official health certificate issued within 30 days of the show. Certificate 
must be presented at the show office before entry packets may be picked 
up. Health passports issued by the states authorizing health passports 
may replace the health certificate if the 30 day requirement is met. 
 
VETERINARIAN and FARRIER  : The location and phone numbers 
of the show veterinarian and the farrier will be posted in the show office 
for your convenience.  

Show Conduct 
The Southwest Missouri Arabian Horse Club, its Directors and 
Officers and Show Management reserve the right to refuse any 
entry of any horse owner, trainer, groom, agent, or exhibitor before 
these shows without ANY compensation, damages, or liability. Past 
objectionable attitude toward this show or any previous 
unsportsmanlike behavior at this show is grounds for refusal of the 
entry. Show Management may also order horses, their owners 
and/or exhibitors off the show premises without being held liable for 
damages of any kind. When you sign the entry form, you agree to 
the above. 
 
COURTESY: Any act of discourtesy to a judge or official at this show 
by an owner, trainer, exhibitor, groom, or agent shall be grounds to 
disqualify the horse associated with the offending individual. We will 
tolerate no discourtesy to exhibitors (or their help) by exhibitors, 
horse owners, trainers, grooms, or agents. Show management 
and/or the show steward will act upon complaints. When you sign 
the entry form, you agree to this paragraph. In the event of 
discourteous behavior, all fees and winnings shall be forfeited. 
 
CLASS SPECIFICATIONS: Classes offered at these shows are 
governed by the rules and specifications as outlined in the current USEF 
rule book so that uniformity will prevail in the competitions and in the 
judging of all classes.  
 
ADDING CLASS ENTRY : If an exhibitor wishes to enter classes not 
originally listed on the entry form, that exhibitor must complete an 
Entry/Add form in the show office no later than one hour before 
that session starts.  Our shows no longer offer a “ride through” gate. 
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CANCELING CLASS ENTRY: Exhibitors are required to complete an 
Entry/Cancel form if a horse is entered and will not be competing. Failure to do 
so will incur a NO SHOW fee of $15 per class. 
 
CALLS FOR CLASSES: The public address system must be considered a 
courtesy and no warranty can be made that everyone will be able to hear class 
calls from all places on the grounds. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to be 
at the gate for the class without regard to announcements. 

 
COMBINING, DIVIDING, AND CANCELING CLASSES:  Show 
management reserves the right to divide classes with 18 or more entries, and to 
combine classes with too few entries. Only classes with no entries will be 
canceled. 
 
GATE HOLD/TACK CHANGE: A two minute gate hold may be granted by 
the official gate keeper for tack change. Please notify the gate keeper of a tack 
change requirement as much in advance of the class as possible. In classes 
without a “gate hold”, the gate will be open for two minutes from the time the 
first horse in the class enters the ring.  
 
NOTE: Whips longer than six feet are not allowed at ringside or in the warm-up 
arenas. Fire extinguishers, air horns, and explosives used as training aids are 
prohibited on the show grounds before, during, and after the show. Fire 
extinguishers so used will be confiscated and the offenders will be reported to 
USEF. No attention-getting devices outside of standard approved 
appointments are allowed in the warm-up arenas, ringside or in the show 
ring. 
 
IDENTIFICATION NUMBERS:  Every horse/equitation rider will be 
assigned an identification number which must be worn by the rider, driver, 
or handler while in the show ring. A one-time, non-refundable fee of $1 per 
number will be charged. 
 
SHOW TABS: An open, signed check may be left in the show office. Added 
classes will be run on this tab. 
 
SHOW OFFICE:  The office will open Wednesday, June 23rd,2010. A 
schedule of the office hours will be posted outside and inside the show 
office. Barn/Stall positions will be posted outside of the show office or 
outside the arena entrance.  
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PRIZE MONEY AND ACCOUNTING: Prize money will be credited to 
all accounts, where applicable, in the show office. If a credit balance 
remains on the account, a check will be sent to the name on the account 
within 30 days of the last day of the show. Prize money checks will be 
honored for sixty (60) days from the issuance. After that time, all accounts 
will be considered closed providing that all fees have been paid. Additional 
prize money for classes 109, 116, 128, 137, 187, 191, 194, 209, 330, 338, 
348, 359, 372, 404, 424, and 428 will be mailed to horse owners by the 
National Show Horse Registry, Inc.  
 
ABS CLASSES : Arabian Breeders Sweepstakes classes may be entered by 
horses that are or are not nominated. ABS prize money may be earned by 
those horses enrolled in the “Points Payback Program”.  Enrolling in the “ Points 
Payback Program” must be done prior to the show. Contact AHA at 303-696-
4500. ABS classes are designed by “$” before the class name. 
 
LIBERTY CLASS INFORMATION: TBA--- Horses (a maximum of 10 
entries) will be judged on animation, movement, performance, presence, and 
type. Horses will be shown without tack, equipment or glitter. Manes and tails 
must be unbraided with the exception of those horses shown under Hunter or 
Show Hack appointments who may show braided. Horses must be at least two 
years of age. 
              No more than two handlers per horse are allowed in the ring at one 
time. Handlers will lead the horse to a designated marker. Handlers may not 
stand horse at halter. The two minute time clock and the music will start when 
the halter is removed. When the two minutes have elapsed, the music will stop 
and the handlers have the next one minute to retrieve the horse or be eliminated. 
              While at liberty, the horse may perform any gait. Any horse performing 
any tricks or acts under the apparent  control and/or command of the handler(s) 
shall be disqualified. Handler(s) may not use any sound making or 
stimulating devices to encourage movement of the horse. Handler(s) shall 
not touch, ride or handle the horse at anytime from entrance into the show 
ring until after the expiration of the time limit. The use of a standard show 
whip is allowed. 
              The order of go for these classes will be determined by lottery at the in-
gate. The music for this class must be brought to the show office no later than 
1pm on Thursday. The music should be on a standard cassette tape or CD which 
is set to the proper tune and is so marked, and labeled with the horse’s name, 
entry number, and the handler’s name. This cassette /CD must be picked up from 
the show office after the class or sometime before show’s closing.  
              Entry fee will be $25 and one winner will receive 50% of class entry 
money plus a ribbon and a trophy. 
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RULE ENFORCEMENT: The show committee and show management 
will enforce all rules of USEF, AHA, NSHR, and the Horse Protection Act 
from the time horses enter the show grounds until their departure. Show 
management and its designated individuals reserve the right to measure the 
length of any horse’s feet at any time or place and to have any horse’s shoe 
or shoes pulled and weighed without being liable for compensation or 
damages. Show management also reserves the right to inspect or examine 
the personal effects and property of every exhibitor, owner, trainer, his 
employees or agents for the possession of illegal drugs, ginger or electrical 
devices used in schooling or showing horses. When you sign the entry form, 
you agree to this paragraph.  
 
CONFLICTS: Any errors or omissions in this premium book and/or any 
conflicts will be resolved at the show office by show management. ALL 
DECISCIONS OF SHOW MANAGEMENT ARE FINAL.  When you sign 
the entry form, you agree to this paragraph. 
 

CRUELTY OR THE ABUSE OF A HORSE BY ANY PERSON IS

STALLS:  550 Permanent (10 X10 ) stalls with doors are available. A

The Show Committee reserves the right to ask exhibitors to forfeit a tack 
stall if there is a shortage of stalls.

Show management may fine individuals, including 
trainers, owners, exhibitors or their agents up to $100 for improper disposal 
of sharps.

HAY, GRAIN, AND BEDDING:  National Equestrian Center will be 
available on the grounds with bedding. There is a feed store, Greens Country 
Store (636-561-6637) on the grounds for Hay and Grain hours will be posted 
in show office.
